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NOTICE OF RACE

2009 Heinrich Race

Manasquan River Yacht Club – Brielle, New Jersey

July 26, 2009

Organizing Authority: Manasquan River Yacht Club.

1 RULES

1.1 The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the 2009 – 2012 Racing Rules of Sailing, applicable Class Association Rules, PHRF-MA rules and regulations including crew limitations, and the Sailing Instructions.

1.2 All prescriptions of the United States Sailing Association will apply.

1.3 Racing Rules of Sailing Race Signals will be changed as follows: When flag AP is displayed ashore, ‘1 minute’ is replaced with ‘not less than 60 minutes. Racing Rules of Sailing Part 4 preamble will be changed as follows: When flag Y is displayed ashore rule 40 applies to all crew members forward of the mast at all times while afloat. Racing rule A4.1 will be changed as follows: A boat starting later than four (4) minutes after her starting signal will be scored Did Not Start. Racing rule 28.1 will be changed as follows: Except at a gate, boats shall pass between the race committee boat signaling the change of course and the nearby mark, leaving the mark to port and the race committee boat to starboard. Racing rules 35 and A4.1 will be changed as follows: Boats failing to finish within sixty (60) minutes after the first boat sails the course and finishes will be scored Did Not Finish. Racing Rule RRS 44.2 will be changed as follows: RRS 44.2 will apply except that instead of two turns the penalty is one turn including one tack and one jibe. Racing rule 44.3 will be changed to additionally provide for arbitration in which case the Scoring penalty shall be 40% as calculated in RRS 44.3. These changes will appear in full in the sailing instructions.

2 ADVERTISING

Advertising will be restricted to Category A as stated in ISAF Regulation 20.

3 ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

3.1 The regatta is open to PHRF yachts and various One-Design classes. All yachts must be monohulls of at least 22 feet and carry a minimum of three (3) persons.

3.2 All entrants must comply with RRS 75, 75.1, & 75.2, provide a copy of their 2009 PHRF-MA rating certificate, and also provide a copy of any of the following documents along with their registration form: a current US Sailing membership card, proof of membership in a club or other organization that is affiliated with US Sailing, or proof the entrant is competing on behalf of a club or other organization that is affiliated with US Sailing.

3.3 Eligible boats may enter in advance by completing the attached form and sending it, together with the required fee, to Jayne Droge at Manasquan River Yacht Club, PO Box 325, Brielle, New Jersey 08730-0325 postmarked no later than July 19, 2005.

3.7 On site late entries will be accepted on the race day from 8:30am to 10:00am.

4 CLASSIFICATION

The ISAF Sailor Classification Code 22.2.1 will apply to the helmsman and the person in charge as defined in RRS 46.

5 FEES

Entry Fee $15.00. Boats registered for the 2009 MRYC Auxiliary Series are automatically registered in the Heinrich Race.
6 QUALIFICATION AND DIVISIONS

6.1 Based upon the number of entrants for each class, the Race Committee and/or NJORC reserves the right to amalgamate, cancel, subdivide or rearrange a class. Classes not having at least three entrants will be canceled. In the interest of fairness of competition, classes having over ten entrants may be divided. The Race Committee's or NJORC’s decision on the division in which a competing yacht will be scored is final and not subject to protest.

6.2 All boats will be started together, for purposes of scoring MRYC will divide boats to two divisions namely spinnaker and non-spinnaker, NJORC will divide boats according to their own procedures.

8 SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

The sailing instructions will be available no later than 9:00am on July 26, 2005.

9 VENUE

Atlantic Ocean within 5 miles of shore.

10 THE COURSES

Windward/Leeward.

11 PENALTY SYSTEM

The Scoring Penalty, RRS 44.3, will apply.
12 SCORING

12.1 The Low Point scoring system of RRS Appendix A will apply.
12.2 A registered boat that does not come to the starting line will be scored DNC.

13 BERTHING

Boat Storage: is available on a first come first served basis. Skippers desiring to store their boat at MRYC prior to or after a race should contact MRYC’s dockmaster at 732-528-6792, and receive permission in advance of arriving.

14 RADIO COMMUNICATIONS

A boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile telephones.

15 REQUIRED SAFTETY EQUIPMENT

All yachts shall carry the safety equipment required by National, State, Local, and applicable Class Association rules and/or regulations.

16 AWARDS

The minimum number of MRYC awards for each class or division will be according to the number of contestants in each class or division as follows:

Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party liability insurance with a minimum coverage of $500,000.00 per event or the equivalent thereof.

Following the race a social will be held at MRYC’s boathouse area the cost of which is included in the entry fee.
